The Children’s Haggadah, Dr. A.M. Silbermann, ed., London: Shapiro Vallentine, 1948, 3rd ed. Printed
by N.V. Enum, Amsterdam. 8 color illstrations by Erwin Singer.

First published in Germany in 1933, at that time, was the first children’s Haggadah published in Europe.
In this volume the Haggadah is followed by nine songs (lyrics and music). The text in this book is in
Hebrew except for English on the title page and in three of the songs. The text-block includes three large
moveable pictures with pullout tabs, and three pictures as part of a double-sided volvelle. The pullout
pictures show the finding of Moses, the crossing of the Red Sea, and a Passover seder. The volvelle
revolves to reveal scenes from the bondage in Egypt, the plagues, and a waxing/waning moon over the
Nile.

Six Years, Thomas McCarthy, St. Paul, MN: Traffic Street Press, 2004. Designed and hand-produced by
Paulette Myers-Rich; letterpress printed, hand bound in limited editions, and signed by the poet. The
pages are made in the style of a broadside. Broadsides began as sheets of paper, printed only on one
side, designed to be read when posted in public places. They would be used for political purposes and
for what we would call popular culture, which at that time meant ballads, poetry, and unfortunately,
scaffold speeches. The layout of the poems in this Traffic Street volume echo traditional design of these
Irish broadsides. The tall, slim accordion-style binding encasing this poem is a fitting choice: it
underscores the musical metaphors in the poem and suggests to us the movement of the accordion so
often used in traditional Irish music.

Quinn-dex: You See the Fingers Move, a flipbook copyrighted in 1922 by Marcus Lucius Quinn. The
book is billed on the cover as: “the first employment of moving pictures in teaching piano and organ.”
Mr. Quinn ran the Marcus Lucius Quinn Conservatory of Music in Boston, MA. The charming book, 3
57 x 2 Y4 x 1 %7, is housed in a box and comes with an accordion-style instruction booklet. To see the
flipbook in action, go to this link:

Founded in 1812 by Revolutionary War patriot and printer Isaiah Thomas, the AAS is both a learned
society and a major independent research library. It houses the largest and most accessible collection of
books, pamphlets, broadsides, newspapers, periodicals, music and graphic arts material printed through
1876. Their curator of graphic arts (Lauren Hewes) has a handful of Instagram posts queued up for the
conference, each showing one of the “movable books” IN MOTION!! They will start appearing about a
week before the conference, so we encourage everyone at the conference to follow them.

The emphasis is on the centrality of books to monastic life. Male and female monasticism revolved
around religion, but at its heart was a cult of the book: not just the bible, all books. Monastic scriptoria
guaranteed the survival and transmission of classical literature and learning. Reverence felt for texts and
their authors is manifest in the beauty of the books that were crafted in monasteries and convents.
Manuscripts on display at the Houghton Library highlight the scriptorium as both a space for the
production of manuscripts and the human collective that produced them.

Exploring the intersections of pedagogy and practice in the work of Barry Moser from the Vance
Studley Collection.

Originally from Chattanooga, Tennessee, booksmith Barry Moser has taught in the Pioneer Valley of
Western Massachusetts for almost fifty years. From the Williston Northampton School in Easthampton
where he set up his first press, to his current role as Professor—in—Residence in Art and Printer to the
College at Smith College, Moser’s pedagogy and practice are deeply interleaved. Through a newly-
acquired collection of prints, as well as rare early works and loans, the Hampshire College Art Gallery
offers the first exhibition to date to examine this important facet of Moser’s career. Throughout the
exhibition, which includes work by Moser’s students and Hampshire alumni, the book arts emerge as a
collaborative and collegial practice of teaching, learning, and mentorship.
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
